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THE WESTBURY AREA PATROL

The Westbury Civic Club works hard to keep our neighborhood safe
and vibrant. It is because of the great volunteers and work of the
W(CC for the last 70 years that makes Westbury still a desirable
neighborhood in Houston in 2026. We have ensured that our deed
restrictions have been followed and upheld for 70 years. Legal
meanings and courts cases have changed some items but overall, the
deed restrictions remain the same as when we were first built. The
WCC has ensured that the Westbury area gets our fair share of city
funds and projects. From flood control to our new library, we would
not have these things without the hard work and advocacy of WCC
volunteers. BUT we can’t do it without your support. The easiest way
to support the WCC is by paying your dues.

The biggest expense of the WCC is the Westbury Area Constable
Patrol. The cost of Constable patrol is increasing again this year.
Some believe the City should provide police, but trust us—you
wouldn’t want to live here without this supplemental service. Crime
is almost non-existent in our residential areas because we’ve had
real peace officers patrolling since 1980. The Constables offer vital
services of patrolling, visible police, fast response times, vacation
watches, and much more.

Paying dues is easy through our PayHOA owner portal. We ask for
$390 per year. $60 for the Westbury Civic Club dues and $330 for
the Constables. This is just $32.50

a month. Still too much? Even $10

a month makes a difference.
