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\Westbury Homes Flooded |n May

After weeks of rain, on May 25 during the Rockets game, the rain
started again. It didn’t end until the wee hours of the morning after
approximately 11.5 inches of rain fell in Westbury. Homeowners woke
up, if they had been able to sleep at all through the storms, to a world
of water throughout the neighborhood. Brays Bayou left its banks
flooding the neighborhoods adjacent to it, and in Westbury, the homes
that line the Willow Waterhole Bayou and surrounding streets were
inundated with rising water. WCC board members drove through the
streets checking on residents and recording addresses of homes that
had "structural" flooding. At last count, 267 homes in Westbury had
flood waters inside them; some had a few inches, some had more than 4 :
a foot. Dozens of cars were flooded in driveways. : A R »/ P V0

The scenes and stories were both frightening and surreal as residents coped with the rising water and then the horrible aftermath of
soggy wet carpets, ruined furniture and all those possessions that needed to be cleaned, boxed up and or thrown away. For many
residents the hardships were just beginning as they tried to navigate the world of cleanup, insurance (if they were lucky enough to
have flood insurance), contractors and alternate living arrangements. Parents scrambled to get their kids situated for the last week of
school; adult children scrambled to help their elderly parents; neighbors pitched in to help neighbors.

Please know that the Westbury Civic Club has been working and will continue to work to bring an
end to structural flooding in Westbury. Sadly, Harris County Flood Control is in the middle of a
]N T-HJS ]SSUE project to improve the flow of the Willow Waterhole Bayou and Braewick ditch, but it has not

yet been completed. The City of Houston had inspectors out that toured with us; street and

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President’s Message

As | sat down to finish my president’s
message | kept thinking of Charles
Dickens’ famous opening sentence in “A
Tale of Two Cities”. “It was the best of
times, it was the worst of times. “ The
same could be said of May 2015. The
“best of times” happened at the
Neighborhoods USA conference. This
national organization hosted its 40"
annual conference in Houston this year.
The Westbury Civic Club took first place in
the physical revitalization category for
Neighborhood of the Year for the “Saving
of the Westbury Community Garden”.
The Westbury Crier took Second place for
Newsletter of the year! There is more on
pages 11-13 on NUSA and our awards. We
have graciously and gratefully accepted
these awards that we share with the WAIC
and the Westbury Super Neighborhood.
Go Westbury!

Just days after this wonderful conference
the worst of times occurred for many
Southwest Houston residents. For the
majority of Westbury homeowners, a big
rain event means the inconvenience of
flooded streets and a delay getting home
or to work. However, for over 300 of your
Westbury neighbors the rains of May
25/26 meant flood waters entering their
homes. Thousands of homes in the Brays
watershed were flooded when Brays
Bayou left its banks and the tributary
ditches could not take the water from the
streets fast enough. Sadly, lives were
lost. You will read on page 8 more on this
devastating event along with a letter we
are sending to the City of Houston and
Harris County Flood Control. The flooding
in Westbury is not related to Brays Bayou
leaving its banks. Westbury had
structural flooding along the Willow
Waterhole Bayou (WWB) and on adjacent
streets due, many feel, to the City’s old,
inadequate storm sewer system and lack

of maintenance and repair on the Willow
Waterhole Bayou. When homes flooded
in June of 1975 the WCC lobbied to get
the WWB dredged and the flow improved.
Forty years later the WWB needed
maintenance again as flooding was
worsening in that area. We began raising
our concerns several years ago and in
January of 2015 County Commissioners
Court approved a large project to de-silt
our ditches to improve the flow. The
project began in January and is not
complete.

Our 60 year old inadequately sized city
storm sewers are also a problem. At this
year’s Capital Improvement meeting with
the City of Houston, Westbury was told
that they will be getting new storm water
drainage in some areas. Two years ago
Westbury was included in a
pre-engineering study to see what work
was needed. We are awaiting the final
map as we want to ensure that the areas
that have drainage issues are the areas
that are done first. These CIP projects are
slated for 2020 as that is when the monies
to complete them will be available. With
this current extensive flooding we don’t
want to wait until 2020. A few inches of
increased drainage capacity could have
saved many homes from getting water
inside them.

The City says this May rain event was a
historic rain event. What is historic about
the May flood is the number of homes in
this area with water in them. Hopefully
dredging the WWB and putting in new
storm drains will go a long way towards
stopping history from repeating itself for
many of these residents.

The majority of Westbury homes do not
flood. There are just under 5,000 homes in

Westbury and over 4,600 remained dry.
That is little consolation to those who
flooded, but it does mean that our
neighbors, who might need our help, have
thousands of neighbors who could pitch in
and help. And that is what happened!

I have to give a big thank you first to the
hard working Westbury Civic Club Board.

I am so humbled to work side by side with
so many wonderful volunteers. Board
members worked with Precinct 5 to have
additional constable coverage in the
flooded areas. Directors surveyed the
neighborhood to record addresses that
flooded. They met with residents. They
posted on social media sites. They worked
to get assistance to the people who were
affected. They walked the streets and
handed out flyers. They arranged
refreshments and food. They met with
city officials.

Thanks go out to the hundreds of
Westbury residents and friends who
donated and worked to help their flooded
neighbors clean up. Individuals came
together, churches pitched in, groups
pitched in, families pitched in, and | saw
people smile through their tears. One
resident said of all the volunteers “When
you feel the Love, you know that you are
not alone”.

As | watched neighbors out helping one
another with the flood devastation and
groups coming together to provide meals
and other services to those who were
affected by the flood, | was reminded, as |
am time and time again, Westbury is a
great area in which to live because we
have the best neighbors ever!

Neighborhood 101 by District K

District K Council Member Larry Green and his able staff
conducted a very informative workshop on May 2. The well-
attended Neighborhood 101 Workshop, entitled "In's and Out's
of Neighborhood Protection," provided information on resources
provided by City of Houston. Eight city services have been
organized into one newly created Department of Neighborhoods
(DON) as a "one-stop shop" for resident issues. They are:

Anti-Gang Office, Office for People with Disabilities, Citizens'
Assistance Office, Office of International Communities, Office of
Education Initiatives, Volunteer Initiatives Program, Signs Code
Enforcement (Bandit Signs), City of Houston Inspections & Public
Services (formerly Neighborhood Protection Crops).

Currently, DON has 43 inspectors compared to 150 in the
past. Consequently, resident reports to 311 are all the more
important to finding the issues needing attention. Reports are
prioritized and investigated as soon as possible.

Topics addressed during the workshop included nuisance
violations, such as weeds in excess of 9 inches; junk motor
vehicles; address posting; graffiti; heavy trash violations; trash
can in view; Multi-Family Habitability Program, which deals with
inspections, and Chapter 10 violations (fencmg, vacant buildings,
swimming
pools).

A Letter to Harris County Flood Control and the City of Houston

Why is there flooding along the Willow
Waterhole Bayou in some sections of
Westbury? |s the answer that no one
cares enough to fix it? Itis amazing to me
just how much the city and county expect
residents to endure year after year. We
must have a solution to the flooding issues
along the Willow Waterhole Bayou and
the Braewick ditch. And no, the Project
Brays Willow Waterhole detention project
will not alleviate the structural flooding
occurring along and near the Willow
Waterhole Bayou west of Chimney Rock.

Subject: The Willow Waterhole Bayou
and the City of Houston street drainage
system do not function properly in
Westbury from the Braewick ditch to
Chimney Rock resulting in structural
looding regularly.

Dear City of Houston and Harris County
Flood Control District,

First let me say how saddened we are that
again homes in Westbury were flooded.
At last tally, the May 26th rain event put
water into 267 homes in Westbury along
and near the Willow Waterhole Bayou
(WWB) and the Braewick ditch (D140-05-
02). Some of these homes flooded for the
second time to 25 months. Some for the
tenth time since 1975. All of them are on
streets adjacent to the Willow Waterhole
Bayou and the Braewick ditch. Something
has to be done.

In June of 1975 many homes were flooded
in Westbury in this same area. The
Westbury Civic Club assembled a Flood
committee who came up with specific
proposals including the “Dredging the
bottom and shape the side of the Willow
Waterhole Bayou (WWB) from Braewick
to Loop 610 to achieve maximum flow
capacity and Installing a barrier to flow in
the WWB east of the Fondren ditch to
prevent floods in Westbury from
rainstorms to the west”. The City storm
sewers were also a culprit in the flooding
in 1975. The City inspected the storm
sewers in 1975 and “many problems were
found” including faulty construction and
obstruction from residents depositing
grass clippings and leaves into the sewers.

Flash forward 40 years and these very
same problems have come to exist again
today. We are appealing to both the COH
and HCFCD. Something has to be done.
Almost every Westbury home along or

near the Willow Waterhole Bayou and
the (Braewick ditch south of West Bellfort)
on Lattimer, Cartagena, Braewick, Beaudry
and Ludington experienced structural
flooding. Not only did these homes flood
but the surrounding streets as far away as
5 blocks away (Warm Springs, Arboles,
McKnight, Dunlap, Dellfern, Mullins,
Renwick, Atwell, Dawnridge, Ashcroft,
Belrose, Hillcroft Chimney Rock, Cerritos
and West Bellfort) that connect to these
streets had water enter their homes.

The HCFCD Willow Waterhole Bayou and
the City of Houston street drainage
system do not function properly.

To the City of Houston: The City of
Houston must address the aged,
inadequate storm drainage system that
plagues the 4 areas of Westbury that
experience home flooding regularly. This
is the area bounded by W Belfort to the
north; Dawnridge to the south; west to
the Braewick ditch and east to Chimney
Rock. The 60 year old infrastructure that
is of insufficient size needs to be
replaced. Water accumulates on the
streets as it heads toward the WWB and
often the houses are not flooding from
the bayou overflowing, but from the
street side. Houses on Ludington near
Chimney Rock have flooded 3 times in the
last 5 years and 10 times since 1975. We
have been attending CIP meetings for
years carrying the story of inadequate
street drainage throughout this area.

To the Harris County Flood Control
district: The Harris County Flood Control
district has contracted to improve the
channel flow on the WWB and that work
unfortunately has not been completed so
we do not know if that would have saved
our homes and after looking at the map |
am afraid it will be an incomplete job.

The WWB does not function properly from
the Braewick ditch to Chimney Rock.
According to residents, the houses on
Cartagena did experience flooding from
both the street side and the bayou during
this May event. The WWB as it flowed
east across Chimney Rock did not leave
its banks and the sections of Westbury
that are east of Chimney Rock did not
flood. Everyone west of Chimney Rock
along the WWB did flood. We appreciate
the HCFCD project Z100-00-00-X170 to
remove sediment and repair erosion and

outfall pipes in 4 Brays tributaries three of
which are in Westbury. The work on
D139-04-00 appears to be complete and it
functioned well and there was no flooding
in this section. Sadly the work on
Braewick (D140-05-02) and the WWB
(D112-00-00) have not been completed. |
am looking at the map provided by HCFCD
for this work and it does not appear to
extend to Chimney Rock. | cannot imagine
why you would not be working in the area
where the structural flooding has been
the worst. 10 times since 1975 seems
excessive! The channel has flow
impediments east of Chimney Rock also.
Why would you have not contracted to
completely dredge the WWB down to the
area where the concrete begins? It has
been 40 years since HCFCD last worked on
these tributaries and that work alleviated
the flooding for about 25 years.

This flooding will not be alleviated by
Project Brays. Project Brays does not
include work on the WWB itself. The
people of Westbury that live along the
Willow Waterhole Bayou are highly
distressed that after so much hype about
the Willow Waterhole detention project
that structural flooding is worse than ever
in Westbury. It has been rumored that it
was not “cost effective” to alleviate the
flooding on the mid section of the WWB
as it travels through Westbury. | seriously
hope that is untrue.

Many of our residents affected are older
residents who have lived in their homes
for the last 40 to 50 years. Many do not
have flood insurance. We must have relief
from this continuous flooding. It’'s been
60 years since the city invested in its
storm water infrastructure in this area and
40 years for HCFCD on the WWB itself.

We sure could use some attention! We
need some serious engineering work
done.

Thank you for your assistance in
researching these areas of concern and
moving forward with a speedy solution.

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METRO Park & Ride 261 Update

METRO 261 Park and Ride

METRO has had the grand idea that it will
discontinue the 261 Park & Ride to use
our buses on other routes. This would
force people to take the 68 cross-town
bus to the Texas Medical Center Transit
Center to then transfer from the bus to
the train to continue downtown. METRO
says it would extend the trip by 5
minutes. In fact, any number of people
have traveled this route and, regardless of
the time you catch the 68/train combo, it
is 1.5 hours. That says nothing about the
congestion on the train.

A Westbury resident wrote, “The 261 Park
& Ride (P&R) at the West Loop has been
and still is a big part of life for those of us
that work downtown. Many of us live in
Westbury, Parkwest and Meyerland. On a
good day your trip downtown is 20
minutes. On a bad day itis an hour. The
261 is like a little ‘space ship.” You get on
at the P&R and exit downtown. Most
people disembark within 10 blocks of
each other. The bus is quiet. People sleep,
read, play on their devices or work on
their computers.”

We were shocked to discover that METRO
was thinking of discontinuing the Park and
Ride service (261 bus) from the West Loop
to downtown, without any notice to the
Westbury Civic Club or the
Westbury Super Neighborhood.
Both Cindy Chapman and Becky
Edmondson travelled to the
METRO meeting on April 29 by the
suggested route (bus from West
Loop to Texas Medical Center
transit center to light rail train to
downtown). It was a long

process, and we arrived late for
the start of the METRO meeting,
which proved the point that the
“suggested route” was not a good
alternative to nonstop, direct bus
service to downtown. At least 100

S

riders were in

attendance at this meeting
and many spoke eloquently
of their many years of riding
this nonstop bus service to
downtown. Cindy and Becky
also spoke about the
importance of this route to
our residents. We believe it
is important that METRO
provide services to taxpayers who
contribute to METRO and who live in the
METRO service area, which describes
the 261 users.

the FY2016 budget to cover the
operating cost of the route”.

The formal public hearings for the
August service changes will be held on
Wednesday, June 3" at 6PM and Friday,
June 5at noon at METRO Headquarters
located at 1900 Main Street in the

2" floor Board Room. The staff
recommendation to continue the 261 will
need to be formally adopted by the
METRO Board of Directors after these
public hearings, which should take place
at the June Board of Directors

meeting. At that time, METRO will send
notification to the database of customers
that have expressed interest in this route
and/or joined us for the April 29 customer
information meeting. The changes to the
route would be effective with the
implementation of the New Bus Network
in August.”

On May 20, the boards of the Westbury
Area Improvement Corporation, the
Westbury Civic Club, and the Westbury
Super Neighborhood each APPROVED the
following resolution: “We support the 261
West Loop Park and Ride as an important
non-stop transit service to downtown
Houston.”

We are now pleased to announce that the
METRO staff has, “made a recommenda-
tion at the METRO Board of Directors
Customer Service Committee meeting to
retain the 261 West Loop, which includes
changing the frequency from every 15
minutes to every 20 minutes, changing
the equipment from 55-seat 45 foot buses
to 37-seat 40 foot buses, and increasing
